       A boxed lunch is included for all registered drivers.  

       Check-in will start at the Registration Building at Gate 4a at the top of 
the hill next to lot 3 on Thursday evening. Check-in hours on Thursday are 
5 pm to 8 pm and on Friday Morning from 6 am to 8:00am.  After those 
times WGI Check-in will be at the normal Gate 2. 

       PLEASE ARRIVE EARLY TO ALLOW FOR THE EXTRA TIME 
NEEDED FOR THE EXTRA CHECK-IN PROCEDURES PUT IN PLACE 
BY WGI 

       Guests are not allowed to visit unannounced.  If anyone is coming with 
you, they must be listed as crew in advance. (Use the survey link above to 
list  anyone attending with you as support/crew,  The deadline to add 
anyone is Wednesday 10-21-2020 at 4 pm).  Please email or 
call Mona@hookedondriving.com with any questions. 

       Family members are not allowed to attend to spectate. If you have a 
family member that is part of your essential crew please make sure to list 
them in the survey linked above.  No one under the age of 18 will be 
admitted in to the facility. 



       The event page will be updated with any last-minute changes. Please 
check the event page for the latest information. 

       If you have reserved a garage, you will be given your garage spot when 
you check-in. 

       If you or your crew arrive from a state on the quarantine list, you 
will be asked if you have quarantined for the required 14 days.  When 
you answer,yes, you will be allowed to enter.  If you answer no, you 
will not be allowed to enter.

WATKINS GLEN INTERNATIONAL – SAFETY GUIDELINES 

ENTRY 

       Entry is limited to 3 persons per car - the driver and 2 mechanics, plus club 
workers needed to run the event. No one under the age of 18 

       The names of all participants and workers must be provided to WGI in 
advance of event. (Please make it Alpha, last name first.) 

       Upon arrival, all persons must report to the registration building to sign a 
waiver and receive a wristband – proper distancing will be marked off and must 
be maintained. 

o On Thursday, registration hours are 5 pm - 8 pm. After that, lists go to the guard at 

the gate. Club workers will be needed to help check-in participants. They should arrive 
at 4:45 pm. 

o Registered participants will need to wait in their vehicles in the field across from 

registration until 6 pm before approaching the gate. 

o Registration hours on rental days are 6 am – 10 am. After that, lists go to the gate. 

      The gate will admit only individuals with the proper wristband. 

      Medical screening will be conducted at the gate each morning, including 
contactless temperatures checks. 

 GARAGE / PADDOCKS 

      2 cars per bay may be parked in Garage. (Facial coverings are mandatory) 

      Spacing of trucks/trailers in paddocks must be at least 20 feet apart 

      Car parking must maintain 6 feet of distance 

EVENT PROCEDURES 

      PPE required at any time that social distancing is not maintained. 2 violations 
of this policy will result in a shut-down of the event while regulations are re-
explained. Further non-compliance will result in an end to the day’s activities. 

      If 2 people are riding in a vehicle, both must wear a face covering under 
helmet. 



       All drivers meetings and instructional gatherings must be held outdoors. The 
Media Center will not be available. 

       Bathroom facilities will be deep cleaned each night, with periodic sanitation 
throughout day. 

       Hand sanitizing locations will be maintained throughout facility. 

       Reminder signage will be located throughout the facility. 

       No overnight stays of any kind on WGI property are allowed. 

       Food Service will not be available in a restaurant or concession stand format.
